The group will sit close together in a circle and the facilitator will start by turning to the person next to him/her and ask, “Is Mrs. Mumbles home?”  That person will reply, “Who?”  The first person will say, “Mrs. Mumbles.”  That second person will say, “I don’t know, let me ask my neighbor” and will turn to his/her neighbor on the other side (the third person) and continue that conversation.  The second person will ask, “Is Mrs. Mumbles home?”  The third person will reply, “Who?” and the second person will turn to the first person and ask, “Who?” and the first person will say to the second, “Mrs. Mumbles” and the second will then tell the third, “Mrs. Mumbles.”  The third will then turn to the fourth person and the chain continues.   The object of this game is to get the conversation moving fast, but without the people speaking showing their teeth.  If you wish to make this more difficult, send two messages in opposite directions at the same time.
