BYLAWS:

Section 2. Election Procedure

2.1 During election years, or as needed, election of officers takes place during the second
Faculty Senate meeting in April. APRIL 23rd

2.2 During election years, or as needed, election of at-large senators and the Curriculum
System Manager/Programmer takes place during the second Faculty Senate
meeting in May. The Curriculum System Manager/Programmer is not subject
to the usual Executive Committee term limits and may retain the position
year-to-year with the permission of the current Faculty Senate President.

2.3 The sequence of officer election is as follows: President, Vice President, and
Secretary.

2.4 The slate of candidates for President, Vice President, Secretary, and at-large Senators
shall be made by a Nominating Committee.

2.5 The Nominating Committee shall be selected by faculty senators at the March
meeting. MARCH 12th
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
