We seek applicants who are passionate about liberal arts education and are interested in 
teaching lower division mathematics courses (such as Applied College Mathematics and Precalculus) and/or mathematics 
education courses (such as Mathematics for Elementary Teachers). Additional courses may be available depending on the 
candidate's education and experience. Appointment will be on a term-by-term basis.  
 
Minimum Requirements: 

● M.A. or M.S. in Mathematics or a closely related field.  
● Experience as an instructor or TA for college-level mathematics courses  

Western Oregon University is looking for equity-minded applicants who demonstrate a sensitivity to and appreciation for 
the complexity of the world.
